· Describe the strategies.  First Strategy:  The NM GRADS program requested support during this year's legislative session.  Their funding had been cut over $35,000 and there is a potential that the state wide program may not be funded at all.  Their Executive Director presented committee members with an informational sheet regarding their program outcomes for last year to support that the funding is very valuable to the health and well-being of Socorro and New Mexico residents.  Though many members cannot call their legislators while they are working, they were willing to make calls during their free time.  This program provides valuable life skills for parenting teens as well as child care, transportation to and from school, and career skills and guidance.  They also learn to access local resources for themselves and their families.  Second Strategy:  There was a lot of discussion regarding the investment in early childhood, which needs to be expressed when talking with legislators.

However, we found out that the Socorro Child Find does not service La Promesa since it is in the Belen Consolidated Schools School District.  However, a Child Find was held in January for La Promesa.  This alliviates the concern that this need is not being provided.  Challenge:  Due to communication issues and lack of proper reporting there has been tension between the HFI Committee and SCOPE as a whole health council.  During the 1/14/2010 HFI meeting a majority vote decided to withdraw the committee from SCOPE.  At the SCOPE meeting on 1/21 the health council determined to appoint an ad hoc committee to review where we are with Access to Care in Northern Socorro County as a priority and make a recommendation at the February SCOPE meeting.
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
