New Business
a. Review Updated Budget and Expenditures:  reviewed provided budget which was adjusted due to recent salary increase of coordinator.  Areas decreased include:  Stipend/Mileage/Training, Website/Advertising/PR/Printing/Directory and Misc. to make up the 4% salary/benefits difference.  Areas that still need to be completed in Direct Services:  6 car seat trainings, 2 presentations in Veguitas, 1community wide event in Magdalena and the HFI meetings.
Plan for Direct Services Budget:

· Car Seat Trainings:  A:  approach currently trained and potentially available resources in the community to provide service, B:  identify someone to attend next training in April and they provide service, C:  go further into the region or area to seek trained individuals.

· 2 Presentations in Veguitas:  Nitrate follow-up Presentation, Legislative Follow-up Presentation:  What Is Happening To The Clinic Now?

· 1 Community-wide event in Magdalena:  Participate in Spring Fling – tabling with information and incentives – will check with Keri James for availability/date and needs.
· HFI meetings:  Change the name to reflect the coordination of the above plan, hold meetings to address the plan and gather community input.
Plan for Priorities:

Recommendations from the Ad Hoc Committee:

1. New group or committee to address Teen Pregnancy will need to review and adjust as needed the Long Term Plan.

2. Both of the groups or committees for Teen Pregnancy and Access to Care will need to review and adjust as needed the Annual Work Plan.

3. January report for Teen Pregnancy will need to be redone.

4. A report for January Access to Care will need to be created.

5. A committee needs to be assigned to address Access to Care in Northern Socorro County.
6. That the entire SCOPE membership address Teen Pregnancy until the end of this fiscal year and that a committee be assigned/developed to address the priority for the upcoming fiscal year 2011.

7. Honor the commitment made to Terry Winchester for the Alamo Rock Climbing and Journaling Program.

8. Participate and fund the Child Find in Veguita if the original date continues or plan and organize a Child Find if it is no longer scheduled.
9. Plan a Nitrate follow – up meeting for the Veguita community.

b. Review State’s view of Leadership Teams:  Reviewed the handout provided by contract monitor at last coordinator’s meeting.  Also reviewed potential adjustments to the By Laws submitted by Cheryl Wilson.  Recommended that the proposed changes as well as changes to existing Executive Committee duties and the addition of items from the handout Leadership Team Definition be put into a one page document and provided to the membership for tomorrow’s meeting.
c. DOH Budget Cuts:  currently proposed budget cuts could eliminate all health councils.  A 10 person committee from both house and senate is to be chosen today to address the projected budget cuts.  Recommend that SCOPE members call/contact these committee members and the governor with the following message.  To be sent out today as well as provide for the SCOPE meeting tomorrow.
"My name is ________ and I live in Socorro County. I am opposed to budget cuts to the public health division of the DOH; specifically cuts to health councils, prevention programs, and primary care. It is important that you move $750,000 taken from the Health Councils, back into contractual services and that you restore the budget of the Public Health Division to its 2009 levels."
