I. Welcome:  meeting called to order at 12:05
II. Review and Acceptance of Agenda:  accepted by consensus
III. Review and Acceptance of February 17th Minutes:  accepted by consensus
IV. Old Business
a. Plan to Educate SCOPE about the Open Meetings Act:  we had previously talked about bringing Ron Hale to present.  Also had a discussion about how to notify the community about meeting announcements – they are emailed out, on the web site and in the newspapers.  Also looked at attending the Open Meetings Act presentation at Alb. but were not able.  Bobbi Jo will look into asking if the folks that did the presentation would come to Socorro.  Also will look at the potential for the DA’s office do a presentation.
b. Develop a Recommendation for Committee Structures:  Written recommendations reviewed and adjusted.  The recommendations will be presented at the SCOPE meeting tomorrow and explained to the membership.  The document will be voted upon at the SCOPE meeting in May.  Laurene will present to the membership.
c. Discussion of incorporating Domestic Violence into FY11 priorities:  Bobbi Jo has spoken with Keith about this and she feel that he may be feeling overwhelmed because he doesn’t know what it is that we want or need.  Do we want to meet with this committee separately?  Suggestion is to have a meeting between the executive committee and the leadership of the task force probably in late April or May.
d. Discussion of possible DOH budget cuts:  no news as yet – there is a potential 28% decrease to the overall DOH Contracts budget which at minimum will mean a decrease of 28% to the FY11 budget, if not an outright elimination of the health council budget.  A new message for the governor was developed
"My name is ________ and I live in Socorro County. I am opposed to budget cuts to the public health division of the DOH; specifically cuts to health councils.  It is important that you preserve the Health Councils funding and that you restore them to the budget for fiscal year 2011."

V. New Business
a. Council Self Assessment Survey (CSAS):  you have until the 24th at noon.  Some preliminary results from Bobbi Jo show similar results to last year with similar negative results.  The first couple of days there were quite a few hits and now there are fewer.  She states that Dr. Wilson contacted her and told her that after completing half of the survey, she quit because there was no relevance and felt that we should be evaluating projects completed.  There is no way to weed out the non-members of SCOPE that are taking the survey.  She feels that by next meeting we should have both parts done and have results.
