Change in the NM Enviornment Department's Food Processing Rule allsowing Home Processing:  This change in the rule allows Non-Potentially Hazzardous foods to be prepared at a certified home and sold in venues that include Farmers Markets, Fiestas, Flea Markets and Road Side Stands.  There is a great potential for misuse of the rule and an increase in potentially hazzardous food products available to the public.  In addition this also has the potential to impact the new commercial kitchen being planned by the Socorro Farmers Market.  A meeting was held to increase awareness and to prepare for a training to be held in February.

· Briefly describe the issue:  Initial planning for the Passports Program in conjunction with the National Dance Institute (NDI) Program for Magdalena.  This is planned to start at the end of March and go until the end of the school year.
· New programs jointly developed or implemented:  1
· Briefly describe the issue:  ?? How's this going??  The Community Garden intiative funded through Health Kids NM and implemented through the Socorro Storehouse in conjunction with Zimmerly Elementary was begun.  100 4th and 5th graders are learning the science of growing plants and will be starting their own seedlings in the school's green house.  At a later date the seedlings will be transplanted to both a school site plot and an acre donated for this use by a Socorro Farmers Market vendor.

· Briefly describe the issue:  During the week of February 15-19 each 4th and 5th Grade PE class at Zimmerly Elementary and Cottonwood Valley Charter School participated in a short Bike Safety class allowing students to understand how to ride their bikes safely in traffic, the importance of wearing a helmet and how to size their bike.  They were also inviteed to attend the Bicycling Skills123 class on  February 20th at Zimmerly Elementary.  Seven youth attended and 5 bike helmets were given out.  Three League of American Cyclists there to provide the training.
