· Describe the nature of these contacts:  There are school staff on the e-mail lists receiving notices of upcoming meetings and events.
· Times emerging health issues were discussed at meetings or other sponsored events. 1
· Briefly describe the issue:  Change in the NM Enviornment Department's Food Processing Rule allsowing Home Processing:  This change in the rule allows Non-Potentially Hazzardous foods to be prepared at a certified home and sold in venues that include Farmers Markets, Fiestas, Flea Markets and Road Side Stands.  There is a great potential for misuse of the rule and an increase in potentially hazzardous food products available to the public.  In addition this also has the potential to impact the new commercial kitchen being planned by the Socorro Farmers Market.  A meeting was held to increase awareness and to prepare for a training to be held in February.
· Shared planning projects.  1
· Briefly describe the issue:  Initial planning for the Passports Program in conjunction with the National Dance Institute (NDI) Program for Magdalena.  Brainstorming involved methods of implementation, keeping the enthusiasm of the kids, methods to assist the teachers in classroom intervention/teaching.  A poster will be developed of the Passport for each participating classroom.
· New programs jointly developed or implemented:  1
· Briefly describe the issue:  The Community Garden intiative funded through Health Kids NM and implemented through the Socorro Storehouse in conjunction with Zimmerly Elementary was begun.  100 4th and 5th graders are learning the science of growing plants and will be starting their own seedlings in the school's green house.  At a later date the seedlings will be transplanted to both a school site plot and an acre donated for this use by a Socorro Farmers Market vendor.
· New activities related to ongoing programs:  2
· Briefly describe the issue:  The "Umbrella" group of the Safe Routes to School (SRTS) project met on 12/10.  From that time forward, the coordinator continues to complete and tally school, parent, site and neighborhood surveys.  He will be attending a web training on engeineering issues for SRTS.  He has met with teachers with one of the schools (Zimmerley) to explain SRTS and elicit their cooperation and plan for the in-school tallies.
