· Briefly describe the issue:  1) Passports Program in conjunction with the National Dance Institute (NDI) Program for Magdalena Schools.  NDI starts on March 29 - April 8th.  Passports will be handed out on April 5th and students can complete them through the end of school in May.  2) Bike to Work Day is on May 21st.  We would like to have more community participation with more activity planning.  We will also work to get big employers involved this year.  3) Commuter Class is planned for the end of April for employees of the National Radio Astronamy Obersvatory (NRAO) at NMT.  If it goes well we would like to have one for the greater community.  4) Family Funfest we will hold our 3rd Annual Bike Safety Class on April 24th.  This is open to all community members that would like to learn some basic bike safety and need a bike helmet.  We will have about 400 helmets to give away.  Last year we gave out 200 and the first year 100.  We will also provide bags of information and goodies, provided by local entities, to individuals.
