I.
Call to Order at 10:14 by Ernest.  Roll Call was taken.
II.
Pledge of allegiance recited.  Bobbi Jo appointed to take Minutes.
III.
Agenda Approved:  Ernest motioned to approve the Agenda.  Marcella seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.
IV.
Minutes Approved:  Bobbi Jo motioned to approve the February 24, 2010 Minutes as written.  Ernest seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.

V.
Treasurer’s report:  Bobbi Jo reported that $600 is encumbered for the UNM ECHO Presentation leaving a balance of $2150 of the SCOPE funding.  A meeting announcement was placed in the El Defensor Chieftain for $40.08 leaving a balance of the City funding at $2316.75.
VI.
Public Comment:
· Marcella commented that there is heroin and opiate treatment available in Socorro County.  Dr. Evans and Dr. Donofrio have both been trained and certified to provide Suboxone.  This has been available for at least a year and a half.  SMH provides therapy to at least 20 clients currently on Suboxone.
· Bobbi Jo asked people to submit their input regarding behavioral health priorities for the Judicial District 7 Local Collaborative (JD7LC) to consider when finalizing the top 5 critical local services in for both children and adults and 1 area of service development would most benefit  the judicial district.  Marcella gave a brief synopsis of the Local Collaborative.  We will appoint someone to represent the MDTF at the JD7LC meetings.
· Anthony expressed his appreciation of the work of the MDTF and recognized the need for community awareness.
VII.
Discussion and Deliberation:

a. Family Funfest:  Bobbi Jo reported that the Fitness and Nutrition Committee was once again holding a Bike Safety Class at the Family Funfest on April 24th.  She asked for volunteers for this activity.  Bags with information will be given out.  There was discussion regarding what could be put in the bags, including key chains, flash drives, brochures.  Bobbi Jo motioned to use up to $1,000 of the SCOPE funding for incentives and information.  Marcella seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.  Bobbi Jo will research and purchase the materials.
b. SCOPE Committee Expectations:  Bobbi Jo reported that SCOPE’s Executive Committee has put together recommendations for a foundation for all their standing committees.  They were discussed and reviewed at the SCOPE meeting on March 18th and will be on the April 15th agenda for approval.  These expectations won’t change the MDTF as this committee is the most structured of all the committees.  A copy of the expectations to be approved at the April 15th SCOPE meeting were handed out.

VIII. Chairman’s Report:  Ernest expressed his concern that there is very little general public participation in the MDTF.  He recognized the importance of keeping connected to the community and would like this to be on the next agenda.  Marcella added that there needs to be an integration of the community groups and meetings – often many things are repeated from one to another.  Ernest agreed that there needs to be fewer groups to handle more things.

Committee Reports

a. Positive Parenting:  Ernest presented the City Resolution that was passed on February 16, 2010.  Marcella motioned to approve the application with a minor addition.  Bruce seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.
b. Teen After School Program:  Bobbi Jo reported that there is nothing to report.  The committee is still waiting to hear from NMSU regarding the Exer Games.
X.  New Business:
a.  Explanation of DWI Detox funding:  Bobbi Jo motioned to table this item to the April meeting as Theresa Rosales was not present to present.  Ernest seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.

b.  National Drug Control Access funding:  Thomas reported that there were several grants available.  He provided a document that expressed that treatment is much less costly than incarceration.  He stated that Theresa from DWI is applying for the Access to Care funding through SAMHSA.  He feels that there are great possibilities for Socorro County.  Marcella stated that there have been attempts to get funding for an in-patient center, but have received the response that our population isn’t great enough.  Thomas was asked to review the grants he felt would be of most benefit and the MDTF could help get the right people to the table to get the grant written.  He will make a presentation at the April meeting.
c.  Building a Relationship with the Magdalena Marshall:  Bobbi Jo reminded the group that this item was identified at the last meeting as not being addressed as of yet.  Ernest volunteered to invite Larry Cearly to our next meeting and we could further discuss this.

UNM ECHO Presentation: Bobbi Jo discussed the plans for the provider grand rounds and community forum set for April 9th.  She provided copies of the Save the Date flyers for the provider presentation.  Bobbi Jo motioned to use up to $1,000 of the City funding for food and drinks for both presentations.  Marcella seconded the motion.  Bruce commented that we need to make sure not to spend too much and have a lot of left-over.  Motion passed unanimously.
