The e-mails also keep them up to date with our activities as well as possible resources for our community.  We also had the substance abuse counselor from the Alamo Health Center request appointment to the Mayor's Drug Task Force.

· Briefly describe the issue:  Both discussions occurred at the monthly meeting on February 24th.  1) There was a lively discussion about the potential of helping direct the use of the annual Socorro County DWI detx funds of $150,000.  The program Coordinator will give a presentation of what these fundings are currently used for, what they can and can't be used for, and ask the committee to make recommendations to their Planning Council.  2) The Substance Abuse counselor at the Alamo Health Center brought to our attention the potential funding from the Office of National Drug Control Policy for access to services.  He will present the informtion at the next committee meeting.
· Shared planning projects.  2
· Briefly describe the issue:  The same projects are being worked on: 1)  "Examples of Positive Parenting Stories within the Socorro Community."  The documentation for this project was approved by the Socorro City Council.  This project is to allow community members, youth and adults, to nominate a person that has eximplified parenting.  A committee is being formed to review the nominations and determine a top parent on a quarterly basis.  The Socorro City Council will formally recognize this individual.  This is meant to be an on-going recognition process.  The successful parenting stories will be placed on the City website.  We plan to put a link on the SCOPE website to the City's as well.  2)  The UNM ECHO program  is still in the planning stage.  We are having trouble with UNM narrowing down possible dates for the forums.  However, Fridays seem to be the most available and are hoping for March 12th.
