I.       Meeting called to order and presided over by Elizabeth Brewer-Beers, minutes recorded by Betty Cline, HFI Family Outreach Worker at 11:45.  All present introduced themselves and reported on what is going well in each organization.

II.      The August Healthy Family Initiative meeting minutes were reviewed and approved by Keith Valles and seconded by Susan DeHart.

III. The Treasurer’s report was read by Betty Cline and Beth Beers explained client payment process and the fact that this amount of money may be deceptive because of a change in billing with PMS the delivery is being separated out, they are not billing until after the delivery.    HFI did request funding from the County this year and were awarded $2,400.00; this will help to fund some of our clients.   

IV. Client approval – Betty Cline reported that there were no clients to be approved at this time.

V. HFI Report 

A. Went over the Kids Count – Mixed picture for NM- Stated that Socorro was ranked 32 out of 33 counties  for Socorro County 42.1%  of children living in poverty.   Socorro County is second to last with the last being Luna County with 53.5%

B. New Mexico gets a D on Teen Victims of Domestic Violence – Beth shared it with all members present – a copy of the report was given to all members present as well.

C. New Mexico Early Learning Guidelines:  Birth through Kindergarten -   Through home visiting, each child will receive a STAR tracking ID number that will be their school ID through out their years attending school.
Child Safety Seats -  There was much discussion on this issue, this is because HFI has never had a policy, and  now due to Safer NM having a shortage in funding, and  monthly attendance to the child safety seat classes have increased dramatically the last six months.  Beth brought it us to the sub-council regarding creating new requirements for child safety seat distribution.  There much up input from members on this issue.  

ACTION:  Criteria was established and will be sent out to all HFI members for review and feedback, this item will be voted at the September meeting.

D. Prenatal Group Visits – Hoping to start prenatal home visits in Veguita again and Terri Winchester from Alamo would also like to get them stated in Alamo. Some discussion about billing issues in Alamo.
E. FBS – is up and running, Liz shared with all what the First Born Program is all about and the eligibility to be enrolled in the program.
