I. Meeting was called to order and presided over by Elizabeth Brewer-Beers, minutes recorded by Laura Fazio, HFI TUPAC Coordinator at 11:35 am. All present introduced them selves and reported on what is going well in each organization. 
II. The June HFI meeting minutes were reviewed and approved by motion made by Terry Winchester and seconded by Susan De Hart. 

III. The Treasurer’s report was read. Beth explained client payment process and the fact that this amount of money may be deceptive because of a change in billing with PMS the delivery is being separated out, they are not billing until after the delivery and we have 6 prenatal clients. Beth made request for funding to purchase five point safety seats car seats as we are out. She explained HFI has booster seats available but not the five point harness seat, Safer New Mexico Now does not know when they can send more. Betty has asked Wal Mart for a community Grant Application, they are not accepting applications until August at which time we will request seats. Magistrate Court has sent two traffic violation recipients to our program for car seat safety training we can not send them home without a seat. HFI has no five point harness seats to offer.  Rosie made a motion to approve up to $500.00 to purchase safety seats. Sally Kosnick seconded the motion. 
IV. Client Approval: No new clients to report at this time.
V. HFI Report –

· We already have 41 referrals for the First Born Socorro Program. Our contract requires 
30 active clients. Our first born nurse is also a Certified Lactation Specialist will begin 
work at HFI starting July 20, 2009.

           HFI’s SCOPE Contract covers 25 families who do not qualify for health care insurance. 
           HFI will keep separate tracking records between FBS Program and the SCOPE clients   

           to avoid any duplication.

· HFI will have a skeleton crew in the office till July 13th. Betty, Laura and Richard 

           attending Smart Marriages Conference, Beth on vacation.

· Head Start and Alamo Navajo Health Clinic volunteered to recruit parents of children         

           who have not been immunized for the focus group, also a non compliant parent will be  

           invited, either from Alamo or possibly Belen Head Start. 

VII. Old Business – 
· After much discussion TPP funding for next year was approved with reassurance that  

          billing will be kept separate. Beth stated; if the sub council approves accepting the  

          funding, everyone should be prepared to assist with the work, including the reporting  

          process. A discussion to include a GRADS project was included, Teen Panels plus  

          continuation of the Alamo Rock Climbing program was discussed. Bobbi Jo reminded  

          the sub council that all work must be complete by June 1, 2010.
          Rosie made the motion to approve and Susan seconded the motion. All voted in favor,  

          no one opposed.
          Also a discussion about accepting funding for Access to Care in Northern Socorro  

          County. Does the committee want to take on another project? Funding could be used for  

          transportation to and from Veguita community presentations, all agreed that Town Hall 
          Meetings would be valuable. Addressing how to best utilize the new health clinic was 
          discussed as an upcoming topic for a Town Hall Meeting. Rosie made the motion to 
          accept funding for Access to Care in Northern Socorro County, Susan seconded the
