V. HFI Report  -   Presented Project Director Elizabeth Beers, RN
-First Born is almost up to thirty clients, the First Born Program offers one on one attention.  We are working on a way for teens that are enrolled in our program receive credit for being in the FB program, HFI will be speaking to Charlene Savedra on this. 
-First Born has several families that are in the court system, such as some of dad’s locked up and some of the mom’s have been in the system at one point or another, this is a great service to the families in crisis.
-Preparing for the State Wide Youth Fall Retreat, this will be a 2 ½ day retreat in Capitan, NM, the theme is from the Wizard of Oz, Do you have the Brain, Heart and Courage to be abstinent.  There will be two national speakers, one being Gina Harris from Friends First and the other Luis Galdamez from La Familia Hispanica.

-Richard is back at the schools.

VI. SCOPE Coordinators Report -  Presented by Bobbi Jo
-SMH loved Liz and her presentation.

-TPP has not spent any money.

-Access to Care in NSC has not spent any money.

-The October, November and December SCOPE meeting will be held at La Promesa School in Veguita, NM.

-Bobbi Jo stated that the Teen Pregnancy and the Access to Care in NSC was not an HFI project but rather a sub-council project.

VII. Socorro Early Childhood Report – Presented by Tanya

-Doing daily checks on coughs and fevers:  if kids have a cough or fever they are sent home.
