· Briefly describe the issue:  The committee worked with the Socorro Consolidated Schools' Superintendent to plan a drop-out recovery program for next year, which could be included in the FY11 Health Council contract as direct services.  This would allow for several students to be case managed to return to school and learn life skills.  The overall goal to be preventing teen pregnancy and supporting them to continue their education.

· New linkages between community entities developed and established.  2
· Describe these new linkages:  First Linkage:  Though the entities are not new to Socorro, the link between the Socorro General Hospital's Healthy Family Initiative Program and Socorro Consolidated Schools (SCS) to provide the drop-out recovery program is new.  This will also create a stronger link between SCS and local resources.  Second Linkage:  The Director of Literacy Volunteers of Socorro County has had 5 youth participate in their Microsoft classes.  Because of this they have all gone on to attend classes through the New Mexico Tech Community College.

· Discussions of advocacy strategies at committee meeting.  1
· Describe the strategies.  The NM GRADS program requested support during this year's legislative session.  Their funding had been cut over $35,000 and there is a potential that the state wide program may not be funded at all.  Their Executive Director presented committee members with an informational sheet regarding their program outcomes for last year to support that the funding is very valuable to the health and well-being of Socorro and New Mexico residents.  Though many members cannot call their legislators while they are working, they were willing to make calls during their free time.  This program provides valuable life skills for parenting teens as well as child care, transportation to and from school, and career skills and guidance.  They also learn to access local resources for themselves and their families.
