4)  Enter any success stories, challenges or comments you wish to share:  The changes to the Annual Work Plan regarding Teen Pregnancy Prevention were approved at the April 15th meeting.  We still need to review the Long Term Plan.  Socorro now has a new public health nurse, so that family planning services as well as other clinical services will once again be available.  Socorro Mental Health has a new therapist working 3 days per week for the School Base Health Center.  At their last meeting on 4/8, HFI committee has changed their name to Socorro Healthy Infants, Families and Teens, or SHIFT, and reaffirmed their commitment to address teen issues and specifically teen pregnancy.
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
