· Briefly describe the issue:  First Activity: The proposal for the Socorro Consolidated Schools' plan for a drop-out recovery program for next year was included in the Socorro County DWI Program funding request.  This would allow for several students to be case managed to return to school and learn life skills.  The overall goal to be prevent teen pregnancy, decrease the use of substances and support them to continue their education.  Second Activity: Socorro Mental Heath received a grant from the Children, Youth, and Families Department (CYFD) to have a Fatherhood Program.  The program is to start in March and address fathers ages 14-24 that do not have custody of their children.  However, another component is to educate the fathers so that the second precnancy is postponed until they are ready for it.

· Describe these new linkages:  First Linkage:  Though the entities are not new to Socorro, the link between the Socorro County DWI Program and Socorro Consolidated Schools (SCS) to provide the drop-out recovery program is new.  This will also create a stronger link between SCS and local resources.  Second Linkage:  In past years the Fatherhood Program was implemented by the NM GRADS program.  So this program is not new to Socorro.  However, it is new to Socorro Mental Heath (SMH).  This provides a new link for SMH to connect to the community.
